Recitation Requirements

In-Class Writing

Students will be asked to write short papers in class.  These assignments are intended to give students an opportunity to critically think about class topics and to express their opinions.  Regular or frequent failure to turn in these assignments will negatively affect your grade, while turning in all or most of them will positively affect your grade.

Paper

There will be one paper assignment distributed in section (worth one hundred fifty points).  The paper assignment will be handed out October 7 and 8.  Details and expectations will be discussed then.  The due date for this paper will be Tuesday November 18 for the Tuesday recitation and Wednesday November 19 for the Wednesday recitations.  Aside from the documented emergencies described in the course syllabus, late papers will not be accepted. Papers submitted by email, slipped under my office door or in my mailbox will not be accepted.
Attendance

Attendance is strongly encouraged.  The readings for this class do not serve as a substitute for regular attendance and participation.  To encourage attendance, 25 points will be added to your final grade if you miss no more than one quiz or in-class writing assignment (this includes quizzes and writing assignments given in the lecture portion of class).  If you miss more than four quizzes or writing assignments, you will fail the class.  

Reading Quizzes

There will be 7 short pop quizzes on the reading material administered in lecture and recitation.  We will count your best 5 (worth a total of 100 – 20 points each).  If you miss them, quizzes cannot be made up.
