Much of sociological research relies almost exclusively on quantitative methods (e.g. statistical analyses) to investigate social phenomena.  Researchers use large national surveys, public opinion polls, census data, or their own survey data to document, describe, and explain a wide range of sociologically motivated research questions.  The purpose of this course is to build an understanding of survey methods and quantitative data analysis and to apply this understanding to real-world research questions.  
The course is divided into four units, each of which follows logically from the next.  In the first unit, you will learn about social science research in general.  In the second unit, you will narrow the focus from research in general to survey methods, in particular.  In the third unit, you will learn to handle and analyze data that is collected from surveys.  You will sharpen your statistical analysis reasoning and skills by combining lecture with hands-on data analysis.  In the fourth unit, you will develop your own research question, use data from the General Social Survey to analyze the question, and generate a 5-7 page final paper.   

During the semester, the class as a group will conduct its own survey.  We will construct our own research questions, design the survey, write survey questions, collect the data, process the data, and analyze the data as a group in class.

Course Materials:   
Readings:  The primary textbook is Making Sense of the Social World, 4th edition, by Daniel F. Chambliss and Russell K. Schutt.  Additional readings may be assigned and posted on the course website.  

USB Flash drive:  Each student will need their own USB flash drive to store their own data.  Students are responsible for maintaining the integrity and safety of their own data, and should therefore bring their flash drive to each lab meeting.       

Clickers:  I also require that you register an iClicker (http://www.iclicker.com) number online for use in each non-lab class. Online registration of your clicker is done at http://myCUInfo.colorado.edu. You may borrow an iClicker from someone else, but you will not be able to share an iClicker with another student in this class. Software:  The statistical software program we will be using is called SPSS (also known as PASW).   It is available in many computer labs across the campus (for a complete list of labs with SPSS, go to http://webdata.colorado.edu/labs/softwaresearch/, enter SPSS in the “software name” box and search). You may also purchase a short-term license for SPSS and put it on your own computer.  SPSS can be rented for 6 months for around $40.00 by logging into CUConnect, clicking on the “Campus Life” Tab, then clicking on the “Purchase through the CU Book Store” option under “Software Resources”.

Course Meeting Times:  This course will meet every Monday, Wednesday, and Friday at 1:00.  Beginning the 8th week of the semester, we will meet in the computer lab on designated days (usually) on Wednesdays.

Course Requirements:
Exams

You will take an exam after each of the three units.  The first two exams will be multiple choice and short answer, while the third exam will be a statistical “practical” and will take place in the lab.  The third exam will test your abilities to use SPSS and to manipulate and analyze data in a timely fashion.
Final paper proposal 
The final project for this course is a short paper in which you apply the skills you have learned this quarter to a topic of your own choosing.  Basically, you will use the General Social Survey (GSS), develop hypotheses that can be tested with your data, test the hypotheses, and interpret the results.  To get you started on your project, you are required to submit a proposal that is 1-2 typed pages in length. It will contain your general research ideas, a description of the data and variables you will use, your hypotheses, and a description and justification of the statistical methods you will use.
Final paper

Your final paper should be fairly brief, approximately 5-7 typed, double-spaced pages of text (typically around 1500-2500 words).  You will be provided a very specific outline for the structure of your paper, but in general, it will contain your theory, a description of the data and indicators, descriptive statistics, hypothesis tests, and conclusions.  The paper will be due on the day and time of the scheduled final exam.
Homework assignments

You will have two types of homework assignments – five homework assignments that you do on your own in a lab using SPSS (5 points each), and six non-lab homework assignments (14 points each).   
Survey Gizmo project

For this project you will construct an 8-10 question survey using Survey Gizmo on-line software.  You will be required to get a free Survey Gizmo account.

Class survey

Throughout the semester some class time will be devoted to developing our own survey.  We will, in small groups and as a class, decide on research topics, write survey questions, administer the survey on-line, and then process and analyze the data using SPSS.  
HRC Tutorial

Because you will be conducting sociological research, you will need to pass a short online tutorial on conducting research with human subjects that is required by the university. Students who have completed this tutorial in the past two years do not need to retake it and can simply submit a printout of their certificate of completion. Please see the Assignment Sheet in the Homework folder on Desire2Learn.
Team activities & adherence to classroom policies

During the course of the semester you will be asked to do in-class activities individually and as pairs or part of a small group.  At the end of the semester I will ask for input from your classmates regarding your participation in these activities.  I will also contribute to this portion of your grade by assessing whether you adequately adhere to the course policies that are designed to maintain an orderly and safe learning environment.

Course Policies (Fall 2011):

In-class

Assignments

1. All assignments must be completed on time and handed in as instructed in the assignment. Assignments submitted late will be given partial credit per to parameters outlined in number 3 below. 
2. Emailed assignments will absolutely not be accepted without prior permission from me.  

3. Late assignments will be docked by one letter grade (10%) for each portion of a 24-hour period they are turned in late. For example, if an assignment is 4 hours late, it will be docked one letter grade. After 4 days, you cannot receive partial credit for turning in an assignment.
