Required Texts/Materials:
Textbook: Adler & Adler. Constructions of Deviance. 8th Custom Edition Fall 2012.
Each student is also required to bring six exam blue books to lab by the end of the fourth week of class and hand them in to your ATA. These will be used at the exam sessions. Failure to do so will result in a docked grade!

Goals of Lab:
Labs are designed to supplement Dr. Adler’s lectures by providing students the opportunity to further explore the concepts in a smaller class setting. Labs are discussion-based and will draw heavily from the assigned reading. We will emphasize application of the concepts, which will help you prepare for exams.

Respect: 

Given that this class is devoted to the discussion of “deviant” attitudes and behaviors, we will deal with many controversial issues over the course of this semester. Naturally, many of us will differ in our perspectives, and thus, a commitment to mutual respect is crucial. Our success in this course is significantly affected by the quality of the classroom environment that we collectively create. A respectful classroom environment will facilitate more lively discussions and in turn result in a richer learning experience for all of us. Courtesy and sensitivity are especially important with respect to individuals and topics of race, color, culture, religion, creed, politics, veteran's status, sexual orientation, gender, gender identity and gender expression, age, disability and nationalities. I will gladly honor your request to address you by an alternate name or gender pronoun. Please advise me of this preference early in the semester so that I may make appropriate changes to my records. 
Additionally, all students have the right to learn in an environment free from sexual harassment and discrimination or harassment based on the factors mentioned above. Any student who believes that they have been subject to these should contact the Office of Discrimination and Harassment (ODH) a 303-492-2127or the Office of Student Conduct (OSC) at 303-492-5550.
Further, we (myself and your ATAs) expect you to respect the use of classroom time: Be on time, be prepared, and be present for the entire fifty minutes. Students who are not present with the group and demonstrate a lack of respect for the class (i.e. having side conversations, sleeping, texting, using Facebook, and being otherwise disruptive or disrespectful) will be asked to leave and will suffer penalties in their lab grades.
General Class Policies:
Reading Lists:
Lists of relevant concepts and important terms are available online at Dr. Adler’s website: http://spot.colorado.edu/~adler (click on “Deviance,” then “Reading Lists,” and finally the chapter link). These lists are organized by date and correspond to your reading assignments for each class. You are required to read the assigned chapters, complete these readings lists each week, and bring your notes lab.  
Attendance:
You are required to attend the lab section that you are enrolled in. We will be taking attendance at the beginning of each lab. Points from your attendance and participation grade will be deducted if you miss class. If you have a legitimate reason for being absent, it is your responsibility to contact me prior to lab in order to avoid a grading penalty.
If you have a legitimate reason for being absent, you may receive credit for a missed lab by attending another section of my class. This is the best available option. If you do this, you MUST inform me or the ATA of your presence at the start of that class in order to have your attendance counted. If that is not possible, you may attend a lab run by another TA. In order to receive attendance credit, you will need to contact the other TA (whose class you would like to attend) prior to doing this to request permission. Then, write out a statement including the date and time of the lab you attended and have the TA sign this. You will only receive credit if you turn this note in to me by our scheduled lab time the following week. Note: The schedule of Deviance labs, times, and locations, is available on the class website. If you are unable to attend a different lab due to your academic schedule, please contact me via email and we can arrange a make-up assignment which demonstrates your comprehension of the materials covered during the class you missed. 

Late Policy: 
It is your responsibility to arrive on time. If you are not present when we take attendance, but you arrive within the first 10 minutes, you will be marked late. Students who arrive more than 10 minutes late will not receive attendance credit for that class. Participation and attendance grades will be significantly docked for students who are routinely late to class. 

Grading: 
Lab is worth 24% of your overall course grade (equal in weight to one exam). The lab grades will be curved consistent with the overall course structure. Your lab grade will be based on 2 components each worth 50% of your lab grade. For the full course grading formula, see the overall course syllabus on the Deviance website. There is no extra credit assigned in this lab. You do however have two extra credit assignment opportunities for the overall course (see course syllabus: Norm Violation and/or Tender Cut). 

1) Attendance AND Participation: Attendance will be taken at the beginning of lab each week. You are 
required to attend and participate in the lab section that you are enrolled in. We will be taking attendance at the 
beginning of each lab. Points from your attendance and participation grade will be deducted if you miss class. 

If you have a legitimate reason for being absent, you may receive credit for a missed inform me or the ATA 
of your presence at the start of that class in order to have your attendance counted. If that is not possible, you 
may attend a lab run by another TA. In order to receive attendance credit, you will need to contact the other TA 
(whose class you would like to attend) prior to doing this to request permission. Then, write out a statement 
including the date and time of the lab you attended and have the TA sign this. You will only receive credit if you 
turn this note in to me by our scheduled lab time the following week. Note: The schedule of Deviance labs, 
times, and locations, is available on the class website. If you are unable to attend a different lab due to your 
academic schedule please contact me via email and we can arrange a make-up assignment which 
demonstrates your comprehension of the materials covered during the class you missed. 

The participation grade takes into account your level of active participation in class, including 
asking/answering questions and constructively sharing thoughts/comments in class discussions, and 
participating in pair/small group activities. You have to be in attendance and have completed the 
readings in 
order to receive participation credit. Because there is no discussion or attendance grade in lecture, active 
participation is required in order to earn a high grade in labs. Students who have 
difficulty speaking during class 
discussion may consider alternative ways to increase participation (please see me if you would like to discuss 
these options – it is your responsibility to meet with me if you require an accommodation). Additionally, I may 
give pop-quizzes, which will factor into your participation grade. Please note: there will be no make-up 
quizzes for students who miss class/arrive late.
2) Assignments: There will be six assignments (in and out of class, including pop-quizzes) throughout the semester. Your final grade will include the top 5 grades out of the six assignments (i.e. I will drop the lowest grade). These will focus on material from the assigned readings for the day. There will be no make-up assignments for students who missed class/arrive late and failed to receive/hand in the assignment UNLESS previous arrangements have been made or the absence is excused.
Communication:
I very much enjoy teaching and getting to know my students. I realize that throughout the course of the semester, events may occur that could affect your ability to succeed in this class. I encourage you to introduce yourself to me in my office hours and to immediately contact me if you have circumstances that will affect your academic performance. I am happy to work with students who are facing health/life emergencies, but I cannot do that if I don’t know about them. Also, I cannot make retroactive adjustments, so it is to your advantage to reach out sooner rather than later.

Academic Honesty: 
We expect you to maintain academic honesty at all times. It is your responsibility to know what this means! Academic dishonesty (including plagiarism and other types of cheating) will not be tolerated.
